CULTURAL ARTS EXHIBIT RULES 

All Extension Homemakers are encouraged to submit "original" items for competition in state exhibits. 

Each article must be the work of an Extension Homemaker member and must have been completed 
during the past 2 years. 

Champion (purple ribbon) entries from previous years in each categ01y or subcategory are not eligible for 
entry in another KEHA cultural aits contest. 

Areas may exhibit one item from each category and/or subcategory (maximum number is 94 for 2020-2021). 

Identification of item should be on tag provided by state and attached to exhibit. 

The exhibitor and/or their representative is responsible for transporting exhibits to and from the state 
meeting. 

Should a KEHA member who is in good standing happen to pass away before a qualified entry can 
advance to the next level of judging (county to area, area to state), the deceased member's entry will 
remain eligible, and the club/county will have the option to enter it at the next level. 

Each exhibitor must provide their own materials to properly display their item. Tape and nails cannot be used 
on the walls. Ifitems are best displayed ve1tically, please provide an easel or means of hanging exhibit from 
the wall. All items used for display should be labeled with exhibitor name. 

Entries will be exhibited by category. Entries will be judged by subcategory when indicated. Exhibitor is 
responsible for category/subcategory determination. 

Extreme care should be taken at the county and area level to place entries in the correct category. Entries 
entered in the wrong category will be moved to the correct catego1y, if possible. Entries entered in the wrong 
categ01y, where there is no correct categ01y available or where there is already another entty, will be 
disqualified. 

Blue ribbons are awarded for high quality work, the number depending on the quality of the entries. A 
championship purple ribbon is awarded to best of the blue ribbon entries in each category. 

All exhibits must remain displayed throughout the duration of the Cultural Arts Exhibit. In the case of an 
emergency, items may be removed only on approval of the state Cultural Arts Chairman. 

Neither the Kentucky Extension Homemakers Association nor the University of Kentucky will be 
responsible for any lost, misplaced or broken items. We do not anticipate any misfortune, but this disclaimer 
must be clearly understood by all exhibitors.

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Egg Substitutes when Baking and Cooking 
University of Kentucky

With egg prices on the rise, many of us are looking for substitutes. But it's not as easy as you think. 
There is no one substitution that works for all recipes. Egg substitution will depend on the recipe and 
the egg's function in that recipe. Eggs serve many purposes when baking: structure, consistency, color, 
and flavor. You can use them to leaven, which allows the food to expand and rise when heated giving 
the food volume. Or they can be binders, helping to combine other ingredients and hold the food 
together. They can also keep food moist. 

Egg whites provide leavening and moisture while the yolks help with binding. As a rule, the smaller 
number of eggs a recipe calls for, the easier the substitution. When using a substitution for eggs, 
determine the function of the egg first. 

• If the recipe doesn't contain baking powder or baking soda, the eggs are used for leavening.

• If the recipe calls for only egg whites, they are providing leavening and moisture.

• If the recipe calls for only yolks, they are for binding.

• If the recipe calls for three or more eggs, assume they act in all three roles.

• If you are unsure, assume the eggs act in all three functions. More than one substitution can be

used at a time.

Substitutions for leavening (Each substitution counts as one egg.) 
¼ cup carbonated water 
2 tablespoons water + 1 tablespoon oil + 2 teaspoons baking powder 
1 tablespoon vinegar + 1 teaspoon baking soda 
2 tablespoons lemon juice + 1 teaspoon baking soda 

Substitutions for binding (Each substitution counts as one egg.) 
1 tablespoon gelatin + 1 tablespoon water, let sit 15 minutes (for gelatin-based desserts) 1 
tablespoon soy lecithin 
2 tablespoons mashed potato or sweet potato 
2 tablespoons tomato paste 
2 tablespoons starch + 3 tablespoons water 
3 tablespoons nut or seed butter 
¼ cup pureed soft tofu or full fat yogurt 

Substitutions for moisture (Each substitution counts as one egg.) 
¼ cup unsweetened applesauce or fruit puree 
¼ cup mashed banana or avocado 
2 tablespoons dried fruit + 2 tablespoons water, pureed 
¼ cup buttermilk or milk 
¼ cup sweetened condensed milk 
¼ cup yogurt 

Eggs are a good source of many nutrients. Please be aware that when making substitutions, 

the nutrient profile of recipes will be altered.
